
Forthcoming restrictions in Shanghai during the upcoming World Expo 2010. 
 
“QUOTE” 
 
Regarding the restrictions and prohibitions during SH EXPO, below notification is the most 
up-to-date that we have at hand from the port authority. And unfortunately they don't have 
an official English version. 

 
 
Included below is an unofficial English translation on the key points for your reference only. 
We are awaiting an official translation from the port. 
 
"From April 30, 2010 to October 31, 2010, with the exception of Shanghai’s Yangshan Port, 
all other Shanghai ports are prohibited to handle following dangerous goods: explosives, 
organic peroxides, virulent or radioactive materials, as well as hydrogen peroxide, acetone, 
sulfuric acid, nitric acid and hydrochloric acid." 
  
"From April 15th, 2010 till Nov.15th, 2010, when the EXPO security level is one or two, the 
area of Waigang, upper and middle reaches of Huangpu River (from Yangpu Bridge to the 
Minghang Power Plant) is prohibited to handle all kinds of dangerous goods." 



  
The Shanghai Maritime Safety Administration states that there will be regulations coming 
out around March regarding vessel operations during EXPO. We will forward relevant 
documents once we get it. 
  
“UN QUOTE” 
 
Note that the term above VIRULENT refers to poisonous materials, and presumably materials in classes 
2.3, 6.1 and 8. Will advise further once clarified.
