To: All units

Based on the requirement s of the Shanghai People’s Government to strengthen the safety during the 2010 World Expo in reference to the handling of dangerous goods, notice is given here on the following:

1. From 4/15/10 to 11/15/10 – When the World Expo Safety level is at First or Second Category, the upstream area of Huangpo River (Yangpo Bridge to Electric Power Plant) operation of dangerous good must cease at the port areas.

2. From 4/30/10 to 10/31/10 – Except for Yangshan Port Area, no explosives, organic oxygenated compounds, highly toxic chemicals, radioactive chemicals and several other chemicals will be processed. In the case involving major national projects, national enterprises production projects and special cases exceptions must be approved by the Shanghai Municipal and Port Authority.
3. From 3/20/10 to 10/31/10 – Application processing for quality certification of dangerous good will be temporarily suspended.

4. From 4/30/10 to 10/31/10 – Reporting of dangerous goods operations will be in effect (see attachment for report form). When the safety level of 1 or 2 is declared by the World Expo then daily reporting will be in effect (see attached form).

5. All Port Authority units must understand the importance of ensuring the safety operation in reference to dangerous goods and improve all the procedure, management system and responsibility of all employees.
All Port Authority Administrative Departments must increase the control of combustible, explosive and other materials and increase monitoring of undeclared, underreported, falsely reported or missing reported and dangerous goods mixed in general freight to make sure the safe operation of dangerous goods at the port areas.
