History

ship recently voted to change the name from the filnternational \essel Operators
Hazardous Materials Association (VOHMA)O0 to the filnternational Vessel Operators
Dangerous Goods Association (IVODGA)o

The safe transportation of dangerous goods is the primary focus of IVODGA
members. Commitment to the safe and secure transport of dangerous goods saves
lives and prevents injuries throughout the supply chain. IVODGA also assists the
ocean common carrier industry in enjoying an excellent safety record, which has
saved member companies millions of dollars in damages, claims, lost revenues and
litigation costs.

Careful monitoring of the international regulations
and quick intervention of impractical and unsafe regulatory schemes by IVODGA
staff ensures our members continue to operate the best management practices to
continue to provide a safe work environment for all.
