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Frequently Asked Questions 

Fee Modernization for the Transportation of Dangerous Goods Means of Containment Facilities Registration Program

1. What is the Transportation of Dangerous Goods Means of Containment Facilities Registration Program?
The Transportation of Dangerous Goods Means of Containment (MOC) Facilities Registration Program ensures that all MOC used in transporting dangerous goods are designed, manufactured, certified, repaired, and maintained according to the safety standards referenced in the Transportation of Dangerous Goods Regulations. TC currently administers the program as a service to Canadians. 
2. Who is required to register under the program?

Any facility wishing to design, manufacture, certify, modify, repair, test or inspect a MOC must register with TC by completing and submitting an application to obtain a Certificate of Registration. 3. What does Transport Canada do to register means of containment facilities and designs?
TC reviews applications and performs inspections. TC issues MOC Certificates of Registration to applicants who meet the requirements of the applicable safety standards.
The registration process varies significantly depending on the type of MOC, the safety standard, the size and complexity of the facility or operation, and the type of application (initial, renewal, or amendment), among other factors. When an application is received by TC, a member of Engineering Services in the Transportation of Dangerous Goods directorate reviews the application against the requirements within the applicable safety standard. As part of this process, an inspection may be required to complete the registration. Once satisfied that the requirements within the applicable safety standards are met, TC issues a Certificate of Registration to the applicant. 
4. Why would Transport Canada introduce service standards?

TC does not currently have service standards for the MOC Facility Registration Program.  Introducing service standards would help applicants understand the maximum amount of time it could take to obtain a Certificate of Registration. This information is valuable for applicants as it would allow them to plan and make business decisions for their operations. TC will be held accountable if services standards are not met, and may be remitted in that event.
5. Why would Transport Canada introduce fees to register means of containment facilities and designs?

TC currently provides MOC registration services to individuals and industry free of charge.  

Introducing user fees to register means of containment facilities would rebalance the burden of costs between tax payers and those who benefit from this specialized government service. Applicants would be charged a fee to register MOC facilities and designs because a Certificate of Registration provides applicants the benefit of market access.
This fee modernization initiative is part of TC’s broader plan to:

· modernize our laws, regulations, rules and standards; and

· ensure we continue to:

· uphold safety and security; and

· support innovation in the transportation sector.

6. How would fees be charged?
TC is considering charging a fee per application to register a MOC facility or design. The fee would cover a portion of the average cost to deliver the service. 

The applicant would be charged one of four fees depending on the level of complexity of the registration service. The level of complexity reflects the effort required to review the application – such as whether an inspection is required – and issue a Certificate of Registration.
There are four (4) categories of complexity:
1. Low complexity

2. Medium complexity

3. High complexity 

4. Very high complexity 

Each MOC registration service falls into one of these four categories of complexity based on:  
1) Safety standard to which the applicant is applying to design, manufacture, certify, repair, or maintain a container; and
2) Type of application (i.e. initial, renewal or amendment).
7. When would Transport Canada start charging fees? 

Transport Canada expects to introduce new fees for the TDG Means of Containment Facilities Registration Program between 2020 and 2021. 
8. How can stakeholders participate in fee modernization for the Transportation of Dangerous Goods Means of Containment Facilities Registration Program?  
As we consider modernizing our fees for the registration of MOC facilities and designs, we are asking for your feedback throughout the process. 

From October 9 through November 7, 2018, we invite you to read the discussion document, and send your comments to TC.TDGPolicyProposal-PropositionpolitiquesTMD.TC@tc.gc.ca. We will summarize feedback received in a report, and use it to inform the development of a detailed user fee proposal.

In winter 2019, the fee proposal will be published on the Let’s Talk Transportation web site, where Transport Canada stakeholders can provide input on the detailed proposal. Input and comments submitted through the webpage will be recorded and considered in the development of an amendment to the Transportation of Dangerous Goods Regulations. 

Finally, the proposed amendments to the regulations will pre-published in Canada Gazette, Part I for consultation prior to coming-into-force.
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
